Finding a residence can be
challenging if house numbers are unreadable,
hidden, unlit or missing. You can help emergency
responders and service technicians locate your
home by following these steps:

»Replace aging or faded address numbers.

»Clear obstructions from blocking your
house adddress numbers (hanging plants,
bushes, flags, etc.)

»Post large numbers that are visible from the
street.

»If allowed, place your address number near
the street or on the curb, with a reflective
coating and contrasting background.

» Make sure your house address number can
be seen from all directions - or if your home
ison a corner, post the number on all sides
facing the street.
